Beat the Parent: Both roll dice, multiply, and whoever answers first scores a point.

	Memory & Strategy Games
· Times Table Snap: Use cards with questions and answers; snap when they match.
· Multiplication Jenga: Write questions on Jenga blocks. Pull a block, answer before stacking.
· Domino Multiplication: Use dominoes as factors; multiply the two ends.

	🏃 Active Movement
· Jumping Hoops: Lay hoops in a line. Each hoop has a number. Call out a multiplication question, and the child jumps to the correct answer.
· Skipping Rope Tables: Say a times table aloud with each skip (e.g., “3, 6, 9…”).
· Hopscotch Multiplication: Write answers in squares. Ask a question, and they hop to the correct answer.
· Times Table Relay: Write questions on cards around the room or outside. Say a times table then Children run to a station, solve one, and run back.
· Target Throw: Draw chalk circles with answers. Call out a question, and they throw a beanbag at the correct answer.

	Lego Towers: Build towers with blocks to represent multiplication (e.g., 4 towers of 3 blocks = 12).

	🎵 Music & Rhythm
· Clap & Chant: Clap a rhythm while chanting times tables.
· Times Table Songs: Make up silly rhymes or use YouTube songs to sing along.


	Flashcards – Create flash cards with the answer on the side and the question on the other. 
Multiplication Bingo: Call out questions; they mark answers on their bingo card
Matching Cards: Match question cards (e.g., 6 × 4) with answer cards (24).

	NUMBER LINE: 
Draw a number line and count forwards and backwards in steps that match the times table you are working on. Mark each jump on the number line. Practise saying the numbers.  Can you do it without looking?

	REAL-LIFE TABLES: 
Can you write word problems for the times table or division facts? 

	IF I KNOW....I ALSO KNOW...: 
Use the facts you know to work out other related facts.  Can you work out the 600 or 0.6 times table from the 6 times table? 

	DIFFERENT WAYS: 
Show how the facts can be worked out in different ways: 
4 x 3 = 2x (2 x 3),  ½ of 8 x 3,  2x 6,  4+4+4,  3+3+3+3,  (5x3) – 3,  (4x4) – 4 etc. 
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
